He has an Immigration Attorney helping on the case, but since April 1st, his
card has been "In Process" status. As of May 4th, Afzal can no longer work; it would be illegal
to do so. So, this hard working father of 6 children is now out of work. We are asking our
Church Family to look into their hearts (and wallets) to see if you can make a donation toward
the family's $1700 monthly rent. At the same time, please pray that Afzal's Work Authorization
will be renewed.
