Since March, we have provided our homeless guests with 27 tents and 22 sleeping 
bags, which we purchase. Consequently, our financial resources have dwindled.

If a couple or family want to have niches next to each other, we will accommodate 
that request. The cost is $1200 for each niche; the spaces will be reserved to be next 
to each other. There are currently 35 niches available for sale. If you have any 
questions, please feel free to talk with Dean José or Laura Manship (Cathedral 
Treasurer).
